
ARTICLE VIII
 

1. Conflicts. 

In the case of any conflict beb1een the Articles of Incorporaticn 
and these Bylaws, the Articles shall control; and in the case of any 
conflict between the Declaration and these Bylaws, the Declaration shall 
control. If any provision of these Bylaws is less restrictive than the 
Declaraticn or the Articles of Incorporation when Dealing with the same 
subject, the more restrictive provisions of the Declaration and Articles 
of Incorporation shall be applicable in the same marmer as if included 
in the provisions of these Bylaws. 

2. Disputes. 

In the event of any dispute or disagreement between any Owners 
relating to the Project, or any questions, or interpretation or 
application of the provisions of the Articles of Incorporation, 
Declaration, or these Bylaws, the determination thereof by the Board 
shall be final and binding on all Owners. If a decision carmot be 
reached by the Board, such matter shall be decided as set forth in the 
Declaration. 
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Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, to the extent that 
these Bylaws shall be contrary to or inconsistent with provisions of the 
Declaraticn, Federal National Mortgage Associaticn, Federal Housing 
Administration and Veterans Admlnistration, if any may be applicable to 
the Association, these Bylaws shall be considered superseded by such 
provisions, rules and/or regulations. 

ARl'ICLE IX 

LIABTI.TIY SURVIVES TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP 

The termination of ownership of a Lot and/or Menbership in the 
Association shall not relieve or release any former Owner or Merrber from 
any liability or obligations incurred under or in any way cormected with 
the Project and/or Association, during the period of such ownership and 
Menbership, or irrpair any rights or remedies which the Association may 
have against such former Owner and MeIIber arising out of or in any way 
connected with such ownership and Men:bership, and the duties and 
obligations incident thereto. 

ARl'ICLE X 

LIMITATION OF LIABTI.ITY 

Notwithstanding the duty of the Association to maintain and repair 
the Camrm Areas of the Project, the Association shall not be liable for 
injury or damage caused by a latent condition in the Project, or by 
(),yners or other persons. 



ARTICLE XI 

FEES AND DUES 

All fees and dues for Membership in this Association shall be in 
accordance with and included within the AssesSTIElts.
